“Today’s Funeral Service - Meeting Changing Needs” first provides a brief review of
the changes that have occurred in funeral service over the past twenty years,
offering both historical perspective and the most up-to-date information.
Secondly, the program addresses the most common questions and misconceptions
in funeral service today. Finally, and most importantly, the program offers to
answer any questions, no matter how challenging, the attendees may have.

The program is designed to run an hour and a half, though from past experience
we have found many people remain after the program to get more questions
answered. There in no cost for the program as it is underwritten by the
Massachusetts Funeral Directors Education Fund, as well as by supporting
sponsorships by members of the Massachusetts Funeral Directors Association.
